TERMS:-

1. School Committee shall be liable to compliance and to maintain all the terms of grant of
school.

2. School Committee shall be liable to compliance and to maintain all the provisions of
Children's Free and Compulsory Education Right Act, 2009 and Children's Free and
Compulsory Education Right Rules, 2012, and Gujarat Primary Education Act 1947 and
Bombay Primary Education Rules 1949.

3. That School Committee shall be liable to maintain, apart from the Acts and Rules made
thereunder, the Rules, Sub Rules, Resolutions, Circulars, Directions, etc. published by the
State Government from time to time.

4. School is to give admissions to the poor class children of it's neighboring locality, and
children from unable class in Pre-Primary Class, and in Standard 1, up to 25% of number of
students in that class, and Free and Compulsory Primary Education shall be provided till it's
end, and for it's implementation, concerned office shall be contacted.

5. There is a Ban on accepting Capitation Fee, and hence the trust Committee or School
should not accept any Capitation Fee, or any Donation in other form or for such fees in terms
of any other things should not be accepted.

6. For the purpose of giving an Admission in the school, Child or his /her Parents or
Guardian's Screening Test in any format or procedure shall not be applied by the school.

7. School should not deny giving admission to any child on the ground of Not having any
proof of age, or Caste, Religion, Sub-Caste or Sub-Religion, or Place of Birth, or on the ground
of any of these grounds.

8. The School should ensure that-

1. The School should not restrict any child in any standard till he completes his
Primary Education, or should not be terminated from the school, or to do any action
as per the Rules in force, to give Promotion in next standard.

2. No any child should suffer by any Physical Education or Mental harassment.

3. Every child who completes his Primary Education should be awarded a Certificate
as per the provisions of Rule 30.
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4. As per the provislons of Laws any weak and speclal necesslty students should be
given admission,

5. The teachers should be appointed having educatlonally qualified as per the norms
made by the Government from time to time,

6. The Ratio of Teachers and Students shall be as per the rules. The area of
Classrooms In school should be as per Rules and all necessary physical facilities

should be provided.

7. Teachers should perform his duties as per Sub sectlon (1) of Section 24 of the Act.

8. No any male or female teacher can give private tuitions personally. Administrative

Committee should look after the same.

9. The Guidelines and Orders issued by Central Government, State Government, or
the Controller shall be observed and transparent and independent admission process

shall be adopted.

10. The school shall provide education as per syllabus and the text books as decided

by the entire authority committee.

" 11. The school shall give admissions as per the facilities available in school as per the
provisions of Section-19 of the Act.

12. School shall maintain the standard and criteria as specified in Section-19 of the
Act, and especially if any information is required to be provided, and for that website
of the school shall be maintained, and every year within stipulated time true and
trustworthy information District Information System for Education (DIAS)
(Information) to be filled and all the terms of Rule 13 shall be observed.

13. That within the campus of the school or outside of the school with same name,
no any unauthorized school or classes shall be conducted.

14. That the School Building, or other construction or ground shall be used only for
the purpose of Education, Skill, and Development,

15. That the school shall be run by any soclety/company registered under Societies
Registration Act- 1860, (21" Act of 1860, and 1952) or any other such law in force at

the relevant time.

16. School should not be run for any profit of any individual, association of persons,
or group of individuals, or of any other persons.

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17. Accounts shall be get Audited from Chartered Accountant, and they shall be duly
certified, and proper statements of Accounts shall be prepared as per rules. Every
* year the copy of account statements and Audit Report shall be send to the
Competent Authority.

18. That the facility of CCTV Camera with recording facility shall be provided, and
Competent Authority shall be assured for the same.

19. That necessary step shall be taken for the safety of the school as per National
Disaster Management Authority's guidelines, within stipulated time limit. School
Safety Policy 2016 shall be observed.

20. School shall take necessary steps from time to time to secure safety of it's
students and Staff.

21. School Committee shall not insist or force students to purchase Books, Literature,
Uniform, or shoes, from it's own Institution, or from any definite institution, or
agency, or of any definite mark or company.

22. The provisions of Gujarat Self-Dependent School (Regulation of Fees) Act 2017
and Rules made there under are applicable to this school; hence an Undertaking for
observing the same shall be required to be submitted.

23. The Competent Authority or any other person duly authorized by him and
Inspector/Officer of Education Department are permitted to cause inspection in the
school.

24. School is to adopt the syllabus and use the prescribed text-books as approved by
the Government.

25. Rates of Fees for Education, & Educational and Non-Educational employees'
salary policy shall be as per approval by Govt.

26. That the Records, Statistical Charts, and Certificates provided by the
Superintendent or the Administrators, shall be trustworthy.

27. School should ‘provide all such reports and information as directed by the
Controller and Competent Authority, and to comply all the terms of grant to conduct
school, or to remove the deficiencies of school workings as per Orders of State
Government or Local Authority.

28. That without obtaining prior permission of Competent Authority, no any Change
in Name of School, Change in Place of School, or Change in the Administration of
school should be done.
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29. That the school should be started in the same year in which grant of school was
_ given. If the school shall not be started within six months period of it's grant, the
grant of school shall be subjected to cancellation automatically.

30. As and when required the school premises for any public examination, or public
interest, the school authority shall vacate and provide such surplus premises for such
use.

31. All the Resolutions / Circulars / Directions / Rules published by the Government
from time to time shall be observed.

32. All the terms of Grant of New Private School / Academic Class or increase of
divisions shall be observed fully.

33, All the provisions embodied in Gujarat Primary Education Act 1947 and Bombay
Primary Education Rules 1949 regarding School Administration, Education and
Evaluation and all the provision regarding Private School shall be observed.

34. All the terms mentioned in Schedule- F of Gujarat Primary Education Rules-2012
shall be observed.

35. All the provisions of RTE Act 2009 and RTE Rules- 2012 shall be observed.

36. The present Grant is given on the strength of all the Revenue and other proofs,
considering them to be true. In any future, if any proof submitted to us will be
revealed to be false or bogus, then the Administrative Committee shall be held
responsible, and the Government shall have every right to take necessary action
including police complaint against them.
